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This presentation will speculate on the future of co-operatives in Canada by
examining some of the co-operative failures, transformations, and adaptations
that have occurred in recent years. Dr. Fulton’s research is focussed on industrial
organization, agricultural industry and policy analysis, and co-operatives. He has
a particular interest in the changes in agriculture and the response of agricultural

co-operatives to these changes.
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
