Surrounded by the beauty of the Pembina Valley, this unique three-day festival is a celebration of music, landscapes and linkages between rural and urban people. Get your tickets early! Community and Background:
Since 2002, the HMS has been planting seeds of awareness regarding agricultural issues such as the role of farming in our lives, the importance of sustainable food production, and the survival of rural communities as we currently know them. The HARVEST MOON FESTIVAL, completely organized by volunteers, is our perennial event that brings people together to celebrate “Healthy Land, Healthy Communities”, and is a fundraiser for our ongoing work and projects. Our HARVEST MOON LEARNING CENTRE – the old elementary school in Clearwater – is growing and hosts University and College courses, workshops, and is the home base for our HARVEST MOON LOCAL FOOD INITIATIVE (HMLFI). The HMLFI brings Clearwater area farmers together to collectively market their local and responsibly produced farm goods under the HARVEST MOON FOODS brand. Both HARVEST MOON FOODS and our new NATURE TRAIL will be launched at this year’s festival!!!

This Year’s Festival

This years festival has incredible music talent from Manitoba, including: Nathan (Juno awarding winning haunting folk and roots), Stew Clayton (old-school country and yodeling), Mayor Matt Allen and the Little Buddies (Bull fighting rock and roll), The Crooked Brothers (rattling multicultural country rhythms), Papa Mambo (cross-pollination of Latin and Jazz), Marco Castillo (Brazilian Samba Pop), Pip Skid (Hip hop political MC), DJ Co-op (Winnipeg’s premiere vinyl spinner) and more…

In the true spirit of a festival, this event will include a diversity of activities and entertainment to suit varied interests, including: great live music, two stages, locally produced food, craft and bake sale, children’s area, farm tours, camping, and much more. This is a family-oriented event. Saturday workshops include: arrowhead, basket, and jam making, wild edibles and hide tanning, song writing, horticultural therapy, Inuit culture, improve, and more… 

Tickets are available in Winnipeg (Mondragon, Organic Planet, and Eat it.ca), in Clearwater (Wallis Grocery and Clearwater Restaurant), and Brandon (Two Farm Kids). Ticket prices for Friday ($20 adult/$10 ages 12-17), Saturday ($30 adult/$15 ages 12-17), and Weekend Passes ($50 adult/$25 ages 12-17) vary. Camping is included in Saturday and Weekend tickets. Sunday is free and so is entry for kids under 12.
